Testing the Data Logger and Interface Connection

1. To verify that the Interface drivers are installed properly, start the MadgeTech 4 Software. (If necessary, see the software manual for
additional instructions on the software.)

2. When the IFC is connected to the PC, the blue LED indicator light should be lit, if the drivers are properly installed and the interface
is detected by Windows. If the indicator light is not on, unplug the interface cable and verify that the USB drivers have been installed.
Wait 5 seconds and plug it back into the PC.

3. Place the data logger into the docking station or plug the data logger into the IFC.

4. Your device will appear in the Connected Devices panel.
